Directions to Camp Adelaide

From the Southwest (Toronto)
Follow Highway #401 east past Toronto to Highway #35/115.

Stay on Highway #35 north past Lindsay to Minden.

Turn right (east) on County Road #21 to Haliburton.

In the centre of Haliburton, turn right at the traffic light and follow Highway #118 east for
about 7 km.

Camp Adelaide is on the right hand side just past the road to Paradise Lake.

Routes from Southeast (Kingston)

Follow Highway #401 west to Highway #62 at Belleville.

Go north on Highway #62 to Highway #28 at Bancroft.

Turn left (south) on Highway #28 to Paudash.

Turn right (west) on Highway #118 through Tory Hill.

Camp Adelaide is on the left once you have past Kennaway Road.

Routes from Northwest (North Bay)

Follow Highway #11 south past Bracebridge to Highway #118 east.

Follow Highway 118 east through Carnarvon to Haliburton.

In the centre of Haliburton, continue straight through at the traffic light and follow Highway
#118 east for about 7 km.

Camp Adelaide is on the right hand side just past the road to Paradise Lake.

Routes from Northeast (Ottawa)

Follow Highway #17 north to Renfrew.

Turn left (west) on Highway #132.

Highway #132 ends/merges with Highway #41 past Dacre.

Follow Highway #41 south to Highway #28 at Denbigh.

Turn right (west) on Highway #28 through Bancroft to Paudash.
Turn right (west) on Highway 118 through Tory Hill.

Camp Adelaide is on the left once you have past Kennaway Road.
